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The Preamble of the UN Declaration on Human Rights Education and Training (UNDHRET)
 states, reaffirming all States and institutions to include human rights, humanitarian law, democracy and rule of law in the curricula  of all learning institutions and stating that human rights education should include peace, democracy, development and social justice, as set forth in international and regional human rights instruments, in order to achieve common understanding and awareness with a view to strengthening universal commitment to human rights, reaffirming the call of the World Conference on Human Rights
. Developing a universal culture of human rights, in which everyone is aware of their own rights and responsibilities in respect of the rights of others, and promoting the development of the individual as responsible member of a free, peaceful, pluralist and inclusive society (UNDHRET art 4, b).
This is important for the human rights education (including peacebuilding and the peacekeeping education) to be implemented in all parts of society, at all levels, including preschool, primary, secondary and higher education, taking into account academic freedom where applicable (but not the freedom not to teach human rights – Merle Haruoja), and all forms of education, training and learning, whether in public or private, formal, informal or non-formal setting. It includes, inter alia, vocational training particularly the training of trainers, teachers and State official, continuing education, popular education, and public information and awareness activities. (UNDHRET Art.3, p.2)  

Universal Declaration of Human Rights Article 26(2) specifically addresses the concept of human rights in education. 
Education shall be directed to the full development of the human personality and to the strengthening of respect for human rights and fundamental freedoms. It shall promote understanding, tolerance and friendship among all nations, racial or religious groups, and shall further the activities of the United Nations for the maintenance of peace.

Teaching human rights in schools starting from teaching the teachers, but unfortunately this is the most difficult task.  Report of the Special Rapporteur on the right to education Kishore Singh stated the system of education should be inspired by a humanistic rather than by a mere utilitarian vision of education. That is of utmost importance, as the humanistic mission of education is being vitiated. It is therefore important to pay critical attention to that phenomenon, so that education is inspired by a great humanistic vision rather than a merely utilitarian one that only considers education in terms of its material value.
  This is important part of the human rights education and the UNDHRET Article 7 p.4 says that states, and where applicable relevant governmental authorities, should ensure adequate training in human rights and, where appropriate, international humanitarian law and international criminal law, of State officials, civil servants, judges, law enforcement officials and military personnel, as well as promote adequate training in human rights for teachers, trainers and other educators and private personnel acting on behalf of the State.  

World Programme for Human Rights Education (2010-2014), focusing on human rights education for higher education and on human rights training for teachers and educators, civil servants, law enforcement officials and military personnel.
 The implementation of the World Programme provides for all sets the guidelines and inputs, also provides the challenges for the human rights education. 
HRE 2020
  is a civil society coalition to support and strengthen the implementation of international human rights education commitments. It seeks to ensure a systematic monitoring of governments implementation of human rights education provisions in international human rights instruments. But international cooperation is unable to replace the states internal activities. 
If the states are implementing human rights education this is possible to reduce future human and financial expenditures for conflict solutions. For the civil society and non-governmental organizations in Estonia and elsewhere Human Rights education playing the important role in promoting and providing human rights education - including the peace education.

The human rights education (also all other related education subjects) are relevant for peace education. Numerous human rights/fundamental rights teaching activities which are already existing and to take the best from everyone is the challenge. 
I believe that, for human rights education, a comprehensive approach must be applied that would incorporate the principles of Peace Education, Value Education, Civic Education, Global Education, Global Citizenship Education and Sustainable Development Education etc. Unfortunately, the project-based approach in education often results in the use of different terms for very similar content. On the other hand, the application of human rights education in practice must ensure that human rights values and methodologies underpin all aspects of learning, teaching and public awareness activities. 

Human Rights Rule of Law

Human Rights rule of law includes not only the international treaties and documents but also their implementation by the states.  

Human rights education is a lifelong education and for all ages, but starts from childhood. 

The Article 29(1) of the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child says:  
1. States Parties agree that the education of the child shall be directed to: 

(a) The development of the child's personality, talents and mental and physical abilities to their fullest potential; 

(b) The development of respect for human rights and fundamental freedoms, and for the principles enshrined in the Charter of the United Nations; 

(c) The development of respect for the child's parents, his or her own cultural identity, language and values, for the national values of the country in which the child is living, the country from which he or she may originate, and for civilizations different from his or her own; 

(d) The preparation of the child for responsible life in a free society, in the spirit of understanding, peace, tolerance, equality of sexes, and friendship among all peoples, ethnic, national and religious groups and persons of indigenous origin; 

(e) The development of respect for the natural environment.

The OSCE
 works to prevent conflicts from arising and to facilitate lasting comprehensive political settlements for existing conflicts. It also helps with the process of rehabilitation in post-conflict areas. It co-operates with representatives of the United Nations and other international organizations operating in areas of conflict. 

Unfortunately the practice shows that beside the effective interventions the OSCE is unable to contribute enough when the conflict is already crossing the border of conflict. I am confident that OSCE and other international organizations powers are not providing enough mechanisms to stop the non-conventional war in Ukraine and peace solutions remedies are not coordinated enough. Is the MH17 tragedy the price for misunderstanding and wake-up the world?
Estonian activities
The Human Rights Education for All stakeholders` meeting on 12 April 2013 in Estonia focused especially on the current HRE situation in Estonia, on the task of teaching the teachers and on human rights public awareness issues. The meeting concluded that the key to finding best solutions for the HRE is the close co-operation between all interested parties. Regrettably, during all those 21 years the activities in HRE have been too much project-based and not system-creating. Until now, these activities still concentrate on the remaining projects.  Among its participants there were representatives from the Ministry of Education and Research, the Ministry of Social Affairs, the Ministry of Culture, the UNESCO National Commission, various universities, Jaan Tõnisson Institute, Estonian Child Welfare Union, NGO Mondo, various NGOs and other organisations. The meeting was aimed at exchanging information in the area of HRE, collecting practical experiences and discussing future activities, the co-operation between stakeholders and the ways to improve the human rights culture in Estonia. The follow-up activities for this year are available in Estonian http://www.eihr.ee/haridus/ and in English http://www.eihr.ee/en/education/.  The important challenge is to introduce the peace education in Estonian schools and in the civic education curricula using the NGO-s (Estonian Institute of Human Rights and other stakeholders) knowledge. Unfortunately the Estonian basic and gymnasium school curriculum is not providing peace education as the subject or the part of civic curricula, but this is possible to include and teach through human rights education. 
NGO Mondo
 provides for schools numerous human rights and global education teaching materials: adapted human rights teaching and development cooperation materials, films and activities. They are welcomed among children, youth and teachers, because are child and teaching friendly materials.

The Estonian Institute of Human Rights is the partner to the Estonian Child Welfare Union in the project Voice of the Child, financed by the EEA GRANTS and the Open Estonia Foundation
. The project creates conditions for children to monitor their rights. The results of the monitoring will be used to develop the child´s rights as part of the human rights module in universities. The project is strengthening democratic values in consideration of UN Convention on the Rights of the Child principles.  
The Estonian Institute of Human Rights project human rights in the educational system – networking, teacher trainings and empowerment of youth aims at contributing to systematic positive change in how human rights education is provided in Estonia in both formal and non-formal education sectors through creating a network of Human Rights Friendly Schools, and providing NGOs from the same communities with relevant training  and long-term usable materials
.  

Protecting human rights and guaranteeing security is primarily the responsibility of the state. At the same time, in democratic societies, a clear line is not drawn between the state and NGOs. This makes NGOs and therefore every person responsible for human rights and security. 

Human rights education does not have to comprise a separate subject, but should be present throughout the entire curriculum. The Author compiled together with Estonian Child Welfare Union the Human Rights Teaching Material
, it is available in internet freely and compiled on the bases of human rights catalogue and is used for the training of teachers, NGO-s and university students in Estonia. An Estonian-language teaching guide provides information on the relevant international law and the Estonian law and practice.
